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TITLE: Life Cycles

DESCRIPTION: 

A Windchill life cycle (LC) consists of a sequential set of “phases” and “gates” that identify an object’s state (the life cycle phase in which it is currently located) and the transitions by which it moves from one phase to the next.

An object’s state is both a measure of its maturity at a given point in time and a definition of its behavior during a specific phase of its life cycle. A life cycle allows the user to establish criteria for advancing a document. Newly created documents are usually considered “In Work” while completed documents are considered “Released.” A document can be moved from Released to a cancelled state if desired.

A life cycle is especially valuable because it controls access to any given document based on its present state. 

Team members may choose the “Default LOS BLOS” Life Cycle, which sends the document to their team leader for review and promotion.
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IPT Leads will choose the “IPT Lead” cycle if they wish to immediately release documents.
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If an IPT Lead would like to have another lead review his document he can select the “Default LOS BLOS” life cycle and select the team he wishes to review his document. The team lead that he selects will get a message to review the document.

Team members may choose IPT Distribution to send out the document for review by the IPT Leads.

Team members may choose Variable Distribution, which allows the creator to send the document to any user(s) he chooses.
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
